Iain Martin, founder of Natives and a keen triathlete, said: “Triathlon is the UK’s fastest growing sport and it’s great summer training for snowsports.” 

The BananaMan Triathlon is pretty unique in that it can be completed as a team time trial, a team relay event or an individual event. It’s organised by Human Race, who specialise in staging multisport events.
